	3. The Chairman reported on the activities of the Branch during the past year and thanked committee members for their hard work.

	The financial report was reviewed and approved. The Treasurer reported that our holdings (all of which relate to the Scholarship Fund) have not been affected by the current credit crunch as all investments were sold and cash held as of July 2008.

4. The Treasurer was of the view that a 5% growth in the currently holdings would adequately cover the scholarship for next year. 

5. The Treasurer reported that the value of the Scholarship for 2007/2008 was set at £8000, an increase of £2000 from 2006/2007.  Even with this increase the scholarship will still not cover the cost of tuition fees for a one year Master’s level programme, currently around GBP10,000.
6. It was resolved that a subcommittee to review the value of the scholarship be formed, chaired by the Chairman. The subcommittee should tender their recommendation to the Committee in December 2008. [It was decided that the value of the scholarship should remain at GBP8,000]
7. Once the value of the scholarship is fixed for 2008-2009 it should be posted on the Convocation Website.  
8. The Treasurer informed the committee that Mrs. Penny Smith and Mrs. Anne Marden had pledged to donate to our scholarship fund.  It was resolved that the Chairman will approach the two individuals immediately after the commencement of the fund raising campaign.  

9. The committee noted that fund raising target for the coming year be set at HKD$100,000.

	10. The Secretary reported that we had received three applications for the scholarship this year and that Ms J Ng is the 2008/2009 scholar. She is pursuing a Master’s Degree in the Historical Archaeology of the Modern World. Ms. Ng is passionate about heritage conservation in Hong Kong and the significance of the cultural landscape of our built environment. She hopes to be able to influence the government to make more sensitive and informed decisions about Hong Kong’s heritage as part of her career trajectory in Hong Kong.
11. The Secretary reminded the Committee of the five selection criteria for scholars: 
1. applicants must be Hong Kong residents 
2. they must have been educated in Hong Kong 
3. they must undertake to return to Hong Kong after finishing their postgraduate studies, 
4. they must have achieved a minimum of a second class degree in their Bachelor’s programme

5. they need to demonstrate passion and commitment to the subject they intend to pursue
